· How many times have I told you?…. (fade out)

· Jennie is clumsy jennie is clumsy (kind of sung, with laughter in background – clak scene)

· Squeek of a metal chain “balancing”(?)

· When I grow up I want to (fade out; feet scene -child)

· What’s your name? (bus scene)

· It’s just not working (feet scene – grown up)

· JENNIE: you’re so clumsy! (chalk scene)

· Please go on (therapist)

· Jennie (bus scene)

· “It’s just not working between your father and I…” ? in the park scene

slow motion in some of these?

1. Playing with POV (alternating)

· Shot of a park, camera in back and forth motion – no sound

· Same shot, with hair on the first field of vision and the chain of the ?

· girl in a ? going back and forth – shot from pov of the person pushing it

· little girl’s hand writing on the a blackboard, (1.no sound, 2.then the correspondent sound, amplified of the squeeking chalk, 3. “Laughter or teacher upsat”

· girl’s feet, not reaching the floor.

· Shot of woman’s feet facing men’s feet and kicking his feet before leaving (or just going on a different direction or turning to him and his feet go “away”)

· Shot of a lamp (or ceiling fan) – no sound, then sound of the therapist’s question (common one: what did you feel about it?)

· POV from therapist – we only see a woman’s head from the top, lying down, if possible with a yellow paper in the background (zoom in here and distortion with after FX…)

· Long close up of male’s eyes; he blinks; the image is not stable; zoom out reveals the scene is on a bus. He’s still looking and leaves at the next stop

· Two hands (man and woman) touching while holding a “pillar?” in a bus no sound (this image comes back several times). Sometimes with audio: “What’s your name?”

· Hand writing “Jennie” and a telephone # on apiece of a paper (image is not stable, as if it was shot on a bus, at it is…)

2. Liquid ambiance – the saucer being a soup saucer

(would require after FX)

effect stone on water – discussion between two friends

other liquid effects – scenes may be the same as in 1 or 3

Or

3.surveillance cameras, mirrors, etc.

· Someone eating soup; shot from bowl. Big close up- pov from the saucer

· Girl fixing eyebrown in a restroom’s mirror. Going away and looking back to the mirror to check herself up.

· Pov from top of an elevator – awkward pov (kind of shot you’d bhave from a surveillance camera

· Face distorted by a fisheye thing that some door have to check who’s knocking…

· Pov from the atm machine (or surveillance camera) of someone getting money

· Long shot of the same character. A zoom out prves that this is actually on a screen in a shop

· Long shot of lefs (crossed, with min skirts, hitting at a camera placed somewhere in voyeuristic mode)

· Guy sitting and odd angle of a girl standing up (hitting at video camera recording without the girl’s consentment)

Hmmm.. Does she get increasingly self-conscious that she’s being observed? Can we convey the felling of surveillance in family life through some kind of more day-by-day kind of scenes? (idea of the yellow wallpaper of a woman progressively getting neurotic on being under control)
