Larry David   
Started his carreer as a stand up comedian in the mid-70’s

Was a writer for SNL, he weas upset with the work situation so one day he just went into work and said “I quit”

Then he got home and realized that 

He struggled creatively and financially 

After SNL, acted in several small parts

Jerry Seinfeld – 1989 – jerry gets a deal with NBC for a pilot

Jerry looks to larry david for inspiration

The Seinfeld chronicles.  It was renamed

Show about nothing

Based on events and people in larry david’s life.

LD made $200 million for syndication

During and after Seinfeld—

Larry left Seinfeld during 7th season to branch out – he wrote “Sour grapes”

5 straight emmy nominations

Won in 1993, contest masturbation

Curb your enthusiasm

1998 - david wanted to go back to doing standup comedy

Approached HBO CEO Chris Albrecht to produce a documentary about his return to standup

Albrecht agreed in hopes of developing a relationship between David and HBO.

David teamed up with old friend, documentary producer, Robert Weide

The result was the one-hour special larry david: curb your enthusiasm

HBO proposed that Larry produces an original series before the 1 hour special even aired.

The documentary producer would shoot the style in single camera CINEMA VERITIE documentary-style.
