+ID is Jeremy’s (Kid Icarus) big CD release from 2003.  It is similar to his most recent mix, Human Unification Project- but +ID is definitely styled more towards the hard-edged UK hard house scene than Unification which lacked the UK sound (for better or worse).  He mixes between 3 separate turntables and 1 CD player smooth and efficiently.  I have seen him do it and it is quite a sight to see Jeremy take 3 different records and make them sound like they are 1.  It’s hard to tell when a track ends and the next one is beginning- so keep an eye on the timer and get some fade out action whenever you’re ready.

   After a tantalizing 7 minute intro track, the beats begin in #2 and the momentum does not slow down until the end.  Track #3 “Slammin” is maybe my favorite on the disc (by Dutch Courage)- when he mixes into “Hello Tomorrow” (produced by kid icarus himself) this shit absolutely explodes!! Jeremy has made some hot tracks before but this one has gained special attention worldwide.  Maybe it has cracked some Hard House top 10s somewhere but nothing like the Rollingstone or MTV (lol).  “Bang” #6 is also one of my favorites.  You would not believe how many dancing people can fill a room when he plays a set like this, they get pretty enthusiastic. Between this and track #8 he is going back and forth between 3 songs pretty heavily.  #10 is hot and #12 is the hardest track on the CD.  #14 has old grainy voice samples about house music which is always a crowd pleaser. The bangin hard set continues with some sort of voice sample or manipulation on every track from here on out and I love every song and can’t be very objective about them all so you’ll just have to hear them for yourself!
