It has a groovy-chilled-floating-in-space kind of feel.  The flute starts as a soft backround melody and becomes stronger with each groovilicious beat-then, a filtered trumpet with some trip hoppish vocals.
The People Under the Stairs bring a remix filled with a melody that sort of sounds like a very detailed cell phone ring.
