Chris Coco is a DJ, producer, broadcaster, critic, music junkie from the UK.  Raised in Sussex, Chris was a prime mover in the acid house boom of the late Eighties.
Sacha Puttnam was born on April 5th, 1966, the son of film producer David and fashion designer Patsy. Sacha studied at The Berklee School of Music, USA, gaining an honors degree before studying for four years as a composer and conductor at the Moscow Conservatory.
Remasterpiece is the first collaboration and international release by artists Chris Coco and Sacha Puttnam.  "Remasterpiece" is aimed squarely at the chill-out generation that has embraced such ambient, atmosphere-hued compilation series as Ultra.Chilled and Buddha Bar.
In their own way, Coco and Puttnam- who also contribute new compositions to the recording-have created something new out of the tried and true. Those with an open mind and ears will surely be pleasantly surprised.

Chris and Sacha bring us a soft warm instrumental balearica/chilled out classical ambient mix CD that flows smoothly from each uniquely individual piece to another.  The male vocals break out shortly in track 4 but otherwise it is a pure instrumental mix.  It grows on me with each listen, I appreciate new things every time.  It has got some regular late night play on my stereo at home and it helps me fall asleep and dream of beautiful luscious colorful pretty pictures and I feel happy.
Sacha has used his strong classical background to select some of the most beautiful moments in classical music. The recording is a DJ mix but there is not a beat to be heard. Rather a continuous ‘turntable symphony’, an ambient mix that features re-edits, intelligent reinterpretations and new compositions that form a stunning sonic landscape.
Remasterpiece is a highly original approach to classical music, blending the past and the future in a beautiful mix of classical and ambient music.
