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The title says it all, this is probably the most eclectic and interesting compilations of electronic music ever released...features the last track written by Delia Derbyshire (radiophonic workshop), Relaxed muscle (jarvis cocker), Richard H kirk (cabaret voltaire), Sean O' Hagen (high llamas), Ann Shenton (add n to x) and many more...20 tracks in total compiled by Ann Shenton.

The first half perhaps does not refer to electronic music in general but specifically to the genre of lo-fi analogue punkery that has arisen in the wake of Add N To (X) and leeched some of the attention from the more retro elements of the dying electroclash scene.

Around the halfway mark however, things get much odder, crossing the experimental spectrum from the COH-ish bleepy minimalism and post-industrial of Fashion Flesh to the Zorn-esque free-jazz assault of Coxhill's Phosphene, not to mention both of the Mulholland tracks. I like my music as varied and surprising as possible so appreciate that there's room for both searing white noise and almost-inaudible subtlety.
It is a pretty wild CD overall.  They do live performances, and I might really like to see what this looks like.
