And at the lab for 3hrs trying to 
use layers to distinguish the different floors and ground.  The model was the floors of the building exploded out and also of the parking lot.  He also wanted them so that they were visually appealing by having the different levels different colors.

The plumber wanted to go around this small tree that’s close to the building by 45 around the tree and 45ing back straight on the path he was showing us. I told Lambert the only thing with that is the tree roots will calaps the pipe in 10yrs because of the weight of the tree and its will be more expensive trying to redo the pipe later and to get ride of the tree of move it to another location.  And another problem was that the way he wanted the neighbor to connect didn’t seam right he was saying that they would have to cut out the entire vent pipe rebuild it and boot it with the pipes I said that way to much work and the boots would make the pipes more vulnerable to the elements and we need to see why he cant make it so a pipe is already there to connect.

We were also working on the glass at another 
clients home that went over their kitchen Lambert has been looking for a frost look and 
wasn’t able to find anything so we found this spray on frost that the client liked and had 
the glass cut so we are we and picked up all the glass and I practice for a while on trying 
to do an even coat on the glass so you couldn’t see any streaks
October 31

Today I was on my own I was working at lamberts on the glass I had to finish frosting all 8 of the glass peaces that made up the kitchen ceiling to install so I spent all morning working on that and making sure they dried in an area where no particles could get on them I noticed on my trial ones that its best to prop them up so that nothing could land on them and make a scratch or stick to the frost which is very noticeable when looking at it from below.

This morning I went to Camp Street to install the glass I had to take 3 at a time over there in the back of my truck I was worried about particles sticking or scratching the frost off and I couldn’t load all of them together because if they rub together they would scratch off the frost.  So I had to do 3 trip to get all the glass and while I was there I meet the maid that helps keep the place in order nice little old lady she thought I had never seen the place so she showed me around and told me how nice it was and that they hardly use it.  She also told me the other clients she had in the building and how they were and keep their places.  She told me how much she made an hour and how she basically works half the time she tells the client it takes to clean their places.  So I finish putting all the glass up with no scratches or any noticeable blemishes but I then notice that the tempered emblem was on right above me instead of by the wall so its less noticeable so I had to go and rotate 3 of the glasses so that took some time.
November 3

Lambert was still out of town so I didn’t do anything today but work on some sketch up for the condo’s next store.
November 6

Today I worked on some window details on vector works. I’ve been trying to get this new program down but its getting to me but at the same time it has been a little easier for me to learn then auto cad. It’s a program that takes a bad 3D file and makes it a little more presentable so that was a nice thing to learn.

They got about 1 foot down and hit a 1inch pipe and they said it was a dead pipe so they made a small cut in it to see it was dead but it was so the cut it and keep digging then they came up to a pipe that was 12 inches in circumference and they didn’t know what it was so they called the city up and they were told it was an abandoned water line so they made a small cut in it and this time water started gushing out.  It turned out that it was still being used and that they told them wrong so they spent a few hours trying to get that fixed up and all the water out.

They finished connecting the client pipe to the main sewer line and the plumber came in dug out the lines and plumbed up all the pipes on Tuesday I got there this morning and they had already glued all the pipes together and were working on the turn towards the street connection.  The first thing that we noticed was that part of the piping from the kitchen to the sewer line was to high it wasn’t even low enough that the break that was lying on the grown wouldn’t sit on it properly. The other thing was that they went around a small tree that was growing close to the building I know in 10 years that the tree will become an issue later on with the root system getting into the joints but Lambert said it will be fine.

Then after that we meet up with a client out side of Castroville because she wanted to renovate her house by putting a shading device on the west side redoing the pool and extending the porch and maybe another water fetcher on the east side of the house so we didn’t get back into town till around 930 at night.
